Aim

To become familiar with the Teenage Pregnancy Strategy (SEU 1999)

Objectives

To review the national statistics for sexual behaviour and attitudes using the latest NATSAL (2000) Survey and Public Health Laboratory Service Data (2002)

To look at the epidemiological factors influencing unintended teenage pregnancy, particularly social exclusion and Sex Education issues (SEU 1999, DFES 2000, DoH 2001, Offsted 2002)

To explore how Sure Start Plus proposes to influence a reduction in unintended teenage pregnancy and support young parents.

To examine the relationship between National Strategy for Sexual Health and HIV (DoH 2001) and the Teenage Pregnancy Strategy (SEU 1999)

Teaching methods

Whole group - Mind mapping of the group's particular interests

Small group - Group discussion exercises

Powerpoint presentation

Introduction to recommended websites and literature for follow up after the session

Feedback and evaluation of the session

Reading
